Agency Steps in Preparation for Government-wide Accounting (GWA)

Treasury Account Symbol-Business Event Type Code (TAS-BETC)

 Input in Secure Payment System (SPS)
1) Know the valid Treasury disbursed payment TAS-BETC.  Visit the Shared Accounting Module (SAM) public website https://www.sam.gov/sampublic) for the payment TAS-BETCs and then verify the TAS has a Treasury disbursement BETC:
DISB            Gross Disbursement   

DISBCA       Payment for Obligations of Closed Accounts

INVNFED    Investment in Non-Federal Securities

INVNFS       Investment in Non-Federal Securities (Market Value)

REFTAXD   Refund of Taxes, Debit

FHOTXD      Funds Held Outside of Treasury

2) Know the valid Common Government-wide Accounting Classification Structure (CGAC) component TAS-BETC format.  Visit the Government-wide Accounting (GWA) informational website's TAS-BETC Factsheet, Attachment B - Component-based GWA TAS (http://fms.treas.gov/gwa/factsheet_tas.html), to understand the new TAS-BETC formatting requirements for payments.
3) Determine if any future plans to comply with Financial Management Lines of Business (FMLOB) and CGAC (http://www.fsio.gov/fsio/fsiodata/) will impact how your agency plans to provide GWA TAS-BETC information to SPS or Payment Application Modernization’s Payment Automation Manager (PAM).  By the date the Financial Management Service (FMS) Payment Management Systems and agency are ready:

a) Will the agency use a commercial off the shelf (COTS) product to produce the bulk files for PAM?
b) Will the agency consider having a COTS product create the SPS Schedule Upload 440 file for SPS Data Entry Operator (DEO) to upload into SPS?
c) Are there any modifications to the agency software that are necessary?

4) If the agency decides to develop in-house or use a third party contractor to create the SPS Schedule Upload 440 File, please be advised the formats are on the SPS website (http://fms.treas.gov/sps/SPS-changes.html).  Please note that FMS will be working with the Financial Systems Integration Office (FSIO) for COTS product testing.  Viewing the SPS Schedule Upload 440 File Format's general specifications section provides an overview of the changes.

5) If sending bulk payment files to the FMS Regional Financial Center (RFC), access the bulk payment files formats on the PAM website (http://fms.treas.gov/pam/formats.html) and coordinate with PAM. Agencies are required to be on PAM if doing bulk payment file with TAS-BETC.

6) Attend presentations or view on the SPS website, the “SPS Payments Interface with GWA presentation” (http://fms.treas.gov/sps/SPS-changes.html). It displays high level examples of the type of GWA TAS-BETC information that would need to be captured on the schedule certification (pages 15-20).   It is planned that more detailed level SPS screens will be posted to the SPS website in the future.
7) Ensure that the SPS DEO and Certifying Officer (CO) are aware of the valid component-based GWA TAS-BETCs to use, since valid component-based TAS-BETCs shall be required on all SPS schedule certifications for “GWA Reporter ALCs for SPS” and they were not previously required. The CO will be certifying the schedule level GWA TAS-BETC information on the SPS schedule certification as official accounting entries.
8) Plan to have the DEO and CO get familiar with SPS changes using SPS Off-line with TAS-BETC.  The SPS Off-line with TAS-BETC will be available in the future and will help acquaint the SPS On-line and SPS Off-line users on how the screens will function.  Ensure that the DEO and CO are familiar with how SPS and their roles will work before they become a “GWA Reporter ALC for SPS”.   
9) Ensure ALC and User/CO information is requested as applicable (e.g. FMS 210 Designation Forms).  Also ensure ALC and User information is kept up-to-date with FMS.  Ensure PKI is up-to-date.   Ensure access to payment and GWA systems are up-to-date and working. Ensure PC requirements meet specifications.

Ready to Start?
1) Does the agency prefer to start at the beginning of a Fiscal Year or the beginning of any month?  PLEASE NOTE:  Once an Agency coordinates with GWA for an ALC to become a “GWA Reporter ALC for SPS”, the ALC cannot go back to being a “Non-GWA Reporter ALC for SPS”.

2) Ensure ALL Treasury Disbursing Office (TDO) payments for the ALC are ready to report GWA TAS-BETC.  (All the ALC's TDO check and ACH payments.  All types of schedules - regular check, manual check, ACH, ACH Prenote, Same Day Payment, Summary, and Summary Prenote).
3) Coordinate with FMS GWA to ensure all systems and requirements are in place to become a GWA Reporter. 
4) Set up profiles in FMS Shared Accounting Module.
