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AGENCY READINESS CHECKLIST
To become a GWA REPORTER, an agency must:

1. Identify how moving from monthly reconciliation to daily reconciliation will impact their agency’s reconciliation processes.

2. Communicate the need to provide Treasury Account Symbol/Business Event Type Codes (TAS/BETC) on all IPAC transactions to their trading partners.

3. Establish trading partner agreements detailing the correct TAS/BETC reporting requirements.

4. Modify accounting packages and/or systems to be able to identify, provide, and accept TAS/BETCs on IPAC transactions for both the sender and receiver.

5. Have a zero balance Statement of Difference for the type of transactions (IPAC, payments, and/or collections) being reported the GWA way.

6. Submit access requests to the required GWA applications (Account Statement, ATM, IPAC, etc.) and the Partial 224.

7. Set up profiles and default validation rules with the Shared Accounting Module.
8. Create your special requirements to mandate the TAS/BETC for IPAC transactions.  

9. Provide points of contact to FMS.
